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Grand Photos 2005, A New Charter Club

The Photo SIG of Grand Computers had been operating under leadership that included Andy Anderson, JJ Gerlitz, 

Linda McKean, Pat Beckley, Joan Doucet, Donn Nelson, Ron Schoenwald, Jim Ditton, Wayne Wellan, John Wolff, 

Ed Knox and Stan Bormann since the beginning of 2003.  The SIG had been around longer than that with 

leadership under Linda McKean in 2002 and actually at one time had been a club which had merged into the 

computer club.   Andy Anderson suggested we get involved with other clubs in the area and we helped form a 

Northwest Valley group of local clubs that had an annual meeting and photo competition.  Here we learned about 

and joined ACCC. 

 

At a meeting of the Photo SIG of Grand Computers on April 13, 2005, a motion was made by Gail McCall that we 

accept a proposal to become a Charter Club by the name of Grand Photos, our club was born.   The first officers 

were: 

 

 Stan Bormann   President 

 Wayne Wellan  Vice President 

 Ron Schoenwald Treasurer 

 John Wolff        Secretary 

 

The club started with assets of $663.46 and one hundred sixty three charter members.  We had started collecting 

dues of $5 as a Grand Computers Photo SIG so we could claim the required members of one hundred or more for 

a new charter club.  We had signed up photo enthusiasts, friends and neighbors.  Wayne Wellan brought in record 

numbers of members and was accused of signing them up in bars and restaurants. 

 

Our charter request was sent to the activities department to be approved with the proposed mission of: 

òIt is the mission of Grand Photos to advance the hobby of Photography for residents with a wide range of 

photographic skills within Sun City Grand.  This is to be accomplished through programs that encourage 

photography with skills sharing and mentoring among members.ó  This mission expressed a philosophy of 

the club that continues today. 

 

Concurrently Wayne Wellan had prepared a request for a room of a minimum of eight hundred square feet and a 

CARE proposal for equipment for the room.  These requests were not accepted at that time, but the requirement 

had been identified and Wayne assured CAM that we would be back for these. 

 

There were others that were important to the launch.  Looking back at old documents, Ed Knox was the 

membership chairman who had tracked and reported on the accumulation of the one hundred sixty three members 

and continued into the future, while not officially a board member I think he attended all the meetings.  Others 

shown in early documents include: Marshall Oseas, Gene McDermott, John Hertia, Jerry Weinstein, Pat Beckley, 

JJ Gerlitz, Jim Urquhart, Andy Anderson, Diane Kennedy, Gale McCall, Jim Ditton and Phil Ulrich. 
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Gene McDermott suggested that we make our club ñservice projectò volunteering to help with photographic needs 

of other clubs and Grand organizations.  This was announced at a SCG Club Presidents meeting and requests 

began to come in.  Over the years we have done projects for organizations including the Tennis Club, Pet Club, 

Music Club, Veterans Day event, Bocce Club, Minnesota Club and eventually taking CAM Directorôs photos.  At a 

Tennis club meeting we picked up the idea for our fifty/fifty raffle which was very important to early financing of 

club activities. 

 

Until we had access to a room we typically tried to have two meetings or workshops and a photo shoot each 

month, but were not very active in the summer. 

 

Our competition program had been established as a SIG first with prints and then digital.  A and B divisions had 

been established to separate competitors based on the experience they had in club competition.  Phil Ulrich had 

designed and had the first of our print racks built.  Gail McCall had established our Social Committee with Shirley 

Bormann and Diane Kennedy. 

 

By the fall of the first year, Wayne Wellan was working on finding space for the club and submitting another 

CARE request for equipment for the room.  By December we had a commitment for all day Monday and Tuesday 

evening in the room we now occupy starting in January 2006 and Grand Stitchers had the room the rest of the 

time.  This time with a room to put equipment in, a CARE request was approved. 

 

Club elections in the fall of 2005 expanded the board continuing with the first four officers but added four board 

members of JJ Gerlitz, Ed Knox, Gene McDermott and Linda McKean. 

 

Suddenly in 2006, with a room to fill, there was a crash plan to develop enough workshops and activities to 

occupy our time in the room.  There was significant interest in workshops in Elements and we started running two 

hands-on (bring your laptop) workshops on Tuesday nights.  There were other workshops running Monday 

afternoons and open lab time Monday morning. 

 

By March the Sewing Club was planning a move to new space, the Language Club was planning to move into 

our room, the time available to Grand Photos was expanding.  Wayne had prepared a second CARE request for 

additional equipment which was approved in the amount of $6,500 which adequately provided the equipment we 

needed.  After that the club has financed equipment purchases from the club funds. 

 

In 2006 club summer activities were expanded under the leadership of Gene McDermott and Andy Anderson.  

Since much of the club leadership was gone for the summer, this activity created the need for new volunteers 

and expanded the number of people involved with club leadership. 

 

Wayne continued to work on obtaining a full time room, and by the end of my second term as President in 2006, 

we were planning on full time operation in our current room with Wayne Wellan as President. 
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My Years as Vice President and President 

Of Grand Photos

My years as Vice President and President of Grand 

Photos were very enjoyable.  Initially the photo club 

was a computer club SIG with limited growth and 

equipment.  The first challenge was to achieve one 

hundred  members to become a charter club in Sun 

City Grand.  After achieving one hundred members 

during Stan Bormannôs presidency, I ordered a 

computer and printer for our members.  I worked with 

CAM to find a place of our own where we could 

install our equipment and hold classes.  This process 

took some patience, as we had to share the building 

with other clubs. I presented $11,600 proposal to the 

C.A.R.E. committee for funds to buy additional 

equipment and accessories for the new lab.  That 

was approved and we finally got our own current 

building with one hundred eighty five members and 

$974.00 in reserve.  During my year as president, 

Sue Marrugi volunteered to be our first editor for IN 

FOCUS.   

The photo club should continue to have educational 

classes on equipment and software and encourage 

more members to submit photos for competition.
